Just passed the 30MPH over the road bridge immediately left (care
here) to follow the River Weaver’s lovely meanderings through
Nantwich River Park to Welsh Row (exceptional Georgian and older
properties) then follow this to the aqueduct, up the steps and back
on to the Shropshire Union Canal (and join the alternative). Cross
country - follow the towpath for 1km to Acton Bridge the follow this
path east. The alternative continues on the canal towpath.
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From A51 pass Cheshire’s Agricultural College Reaseheath to Cinder

Lane, up Poole Hall’s drive then pass the wonderful spring and water 1(;%

trough walking towards Poole Old Hall and Aston juxta Mondrum.
